RITA MATHEWS, past president of the Housatonic Camera Club, has been a research scientist who worked in the both the polar and tropical regions for many years.  Her initial interest was the effect of temperature on the kinetics of animal protein synthesis.  Later, she became involved in the kinetics of thrombosis and hemostasis in humans and retired from N.Y.U. Medical Center as a research professor.
She has lived in the Antarctic in her own ice house, climbed mountains and glaciers in the northernmost land in the Arctic, made the first transit through the Northwest Passage on a yacht, been to the South Pole, climbed extensively in the Alps, snorkeled on the equator, surveyed the North Atlantic for NOAA and many other climes and places. She has been a vice president and director of The Explorers Club for many years and directed their research and scholarship programs. Retired since 1990 she took up photography as a hobby and then ever more seriously as almost a full time photographer. She has studied with the Nikon School in New York, The Nature Workshops, more recently with Nikon at the Disney Institute in Florida, and a member of the North American Nature Photographers Association.
